Procedures for Community Action Project Applications due March 1, 2012
The Board of Directors has approved $2,000 for qualifying community action projects.  Five of these will be $200 grants; two, $500 grants.  A branch applying for one of each amount must submit two separate proposals and plan to implement two separate projects.  Winning proposals will be announced at the state convention in April.

Grant proposals must be received by the AAUW-AZ Community Action Grant Chair by March 1, 2012 to be considered.   Activities covered by the 2012 grant must be completed and a final report describing the project and use of funds (including receipts) must be received by the CAGC on or before June 15, 2013.  Funds will be released by the state treasurer and a check will be mailed to the branch treasurer. 
Completed proposals may be sent by e-mail or US mail.  Hand-written proposals will not be considered.    E-mail proposals must include a scanned copy of the cover page of the application form including the signatures of the branch president and branch community action chair.  The CAGC will confirm receipt of proposals by e-mail. 
Proposals will be scored by a committee from different branches who will work with the chair to recommend proposals for funding. 
 Projects must clearly reflect the AAUW mission:  AAUW advances equity for women and girls through advocacy, education, philanthropy, and research.  Branches are encouraged to develop projects which actively engage members in their implementation.
